20/01/1913.

Overhauled 29/03/1914. Decoke of piston, adjust governors, fit new lubricator (make not noted) and retest.
The records contain another reference to a replacement cylinder on 28/04/1916. The same refers to 30197 as
engine No.2 ?

New cylinder and rings supplied under GO 10245 on 18/1/1937 but not noted to whom. Also supplied were
governor pinions.
